Note: ZIP-ROLL Sereens must be mounted on a TOP FACE BOARD. If there is
no face board available, secure a 1" x 4" board at the top of the opening to mount
the screen on. ZIP-ROLL Screens must be level on all sides when mounted.
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For 90° Comer Openings: Measure the door jamb opening width and height.
Refer to Figure 1.

For 45° Comer Openings: Openings with 45° top comers require special
placement of the vertical zippers. Zippers should be aligned with the top corner of
the 45° angle as shown in the ilustration. in addition to measuring the door jamb
opening width and height, you must also provide the width between the zippers.

1. Remove ZIP-ROLL Screen from the carton and unfeld on
the fipor with the head strip on top.
